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Body of Missing man recovered.

The body of twenty year old man was recovered this afternoon in a search operation organised by Castletownbere RNLI Lifeboat. The man from the locality had been reported missing this morning and a sea search was undertaken involving Castletownbere Lifeboat, BIM Fisheries College, Castletownbere Coastguard and a team of local divers. Divers located the missing man near the Pier just after 1.45 p.m. and once recovered from the water, his body was taken by ambulance to Castletownbere hospital.
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Castletownbere Lifeboat Station was established in 1997 and has responded to more than 100 emergency calls.





A new €3 million faster Severn class is currently is being built for Castletownbere. She will be named the “Annette Hutton” and will be delivered in summer 2004.
