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New Faster Lifeboat to arrive 

in Castletownbere
Castletownbere’s brand new RNLI Severn class Lifeboat the ‘Annette Hutton’ will arrive in the West Cork fishing port on Bank Monday next 2nd August 2004.
The new lifeboat with a speed of 25 knots will have a definite speed advantage over the existing 18 knot Arun class, and will help improve response times to emergencies off the south west coast. The self-righting lifeboat was built by Berthon Boatbuilders in Lymington and is named ‘Annette Hutton’ in honour of the Blackrock, Co Dublin lady whose generous bequest paid for its construction.
Castletownbere’s lifeboat crew are currently undergoing training on the new lifeboat at the R.N.L.I.’s new Lifeboat College at Poole in Dorset. The Crew will bring the boat to Ireland on the Bank holiday and arrive into Castletownbere on the afternoon of Monday 2nd August 2004 accompanied by a flotilla of local boats. The official naming ceremony is planned for next October.

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Castletownbere Lifeboat Station was established in 1997 and has responded to more than 100 emergency calls. This is Castletownbere Lifeboat’s 17th rescue so far this year.
