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Fishing Boat Assisted
The RNLI Castletownbere based lifeboat “Murray Lornie” assisted a stricken vessel to safety in the early hours of yesterday morning.
The 40 foot fishing vessel “Calley Marie”, with a two fishermen aboard, fouled her propeller 14 miles south west of Ardnakinna lighthouse in West Cork early yesterday morning. The vessel requested assistance from Valentia Radio and the Castletownbere lifeboat was immediately tasked. 
Castletownbere lifeboat, under deputy coxswain Michael Martin-Sullivan and crew Brendan Gonnelly, Paul Stevens, Philip O’Driscoll, Paddy O’Conor, Lorraine Murphy, Morgan O’Sullivan, and Joe O’Sullivan, was launched at 2.45 a.m. and located the casualty in calm sea conditions fourteen miles south west of Castletownbere harbour. The vessel was taken in tow, and arrived in Castletownbere at 5.45 a.m. 

Deputy Coxswain Michael Martin-Sullivan stated, “This is the second call-out in three days – you can never predict when the next emergency will be, but the lifeboat always has a volunteer crew ready to deal with whatever emergency arises.” The RNLI provides 24 hour search and rescue cover 365 days a year.
