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Lifeboats in Search
The RNLI Castletownbere based lifeboat “Murray Lornie” was part of a sea search involving the lifeboat and coastguard services off the coast of West Cork yesterday morning.
A member of the public on her way to work alerted the emergency services when she spotted what looked like a sinking boat in Galley Cove just east of Barley Cove yesterday morning.. Valentia Coastguard immediately tasked Castletownbere lifeboat, Baltimore lifeboat and Goleen Coastguard to search the area.
Castletownbere lifeboat, under coxswain Brian O’Driscoll, launched at 9.23 and was on scene in just under an hour. Two lifeboats and some local boats carried out an extensive search of the area of the area which revealed nothing.
 Once it had been established that there was no emergency, the rescue services were stood down by Valentia Coastguard Radio and Castletownbere Lifeboat was back on station by 12.38 p.m.
Coxswain Brian O’Driscoll stated, “While nothing was found in this instance, all suspected emergencies must be investigated fully and the lifeboat is there 24 hours a day 365 days a year to respond to whatever emergency arises.”
