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Injured Man brought ashore from Research Vessel

The RNLI all weather lifeboat from Castletownbere brought ashore an injured crewman from the state marine research vessel the “R.V. Celtic Explorer” early this morning.

A Howth man in this late thirties sustained a hand injury  during deck operations yesterday evening some 180 miles west of Castletownbere. Castletownbere lifeboat, under Coxswain Brian O’Driscoll, launched at 07.30 a.m. this morning. The “R.V. Celtic Explorer” arrived in Castletownbere Harbour at 07.40 a.m. with the injured man on board. The lifeboat came alongside the research vessel and the casualty was quickly transferred and taken to Castletownbere pier to an awaiting ambulance. Once he was examined by a local doctor, he was transferred to Cork University Hospital for further treatment.

Mr Joe Turner, Deputy Launching Authority, of Castletownbere RNLI, stated that “this is fourth successful medical evacuation so far in what’s proving to be a busy year for our local lifeboat”.
