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Fishing Boat Assisted

The RNLI Castletownbere based lifeboat “Murray Lornie” performed its second rescue in two days when it assisted a stricken vessel to safety late last night.

The 24 metre fishing vessel “Clodagh O”, with a crew of five on board, fouled her propeller 35 miles west of Dursey Island in West Cork last night. The vessel was initially towed by another vessel but the Castletownbere lifeboat was requested to assist. 

Castletownbere lifeboat, under coxswain Brian O’Driscoll was launched at 11.00 p.m. and located the casualty at 12.15 a.m. in moderate sea conditions fourteen miles west of Castletownbere harbour. The vessel was taken in tow, but due  fishing boat’s difficulties with steering,  did not arrive in Castletownbere until 4.50 a.m. 

Lifeboat Operations Manager Tony O’Sullivan stated, “ This is the second call-out in two days – you can never predict when the next emergency will be, but the lifeboat always has a volunteer crew ready to deal with whatever emergency arises.” The RNLI provides 24 hour search and rescue cover 365 days a year.
