Dear Sir/Madam

We note that Cork Co. Council have decided to grant conditional permission to the above and we wish to submit our very strong objection to this. This does not address an Bard Pleanala's grounds of refusal 01 May 2003. This site was the subject of a previous planning appeal 01-1677 PL04130766. It is in breach of Development Plan Policy of Cork Co. Council.

The reasons for our objections are as follows.. 


1. The proposal will have an unacceptable visual impact particularly when viewed from the channel & Bere Island. Bere Island is designated as a 'scenic' landscape in the Cork Co. Council draft development plan. The visual impact is inadequately addressed in the application and there is no meaningful assessment of the likely impact, especially from the island. The site is located between the public road (which is designated as a scenic route) and the sea. General planning principles, as well as practice in many areas, would suggest a presumption against development in such a location.

2. The proposed development, with such high density, will destroy the rural environment presently enjoyed by us,

3. Increased traffic congestion will result in pollution and the permanent destruction of the rural environment.  It is because of this rural environment that we have cherished our home that has been in our family for generations, and it is clear that the destruction of this amenity would not be in the interests of the environment or in conformity with the proper planning of the area.

4. This development, including the ancillary services, will become a precedent for further developments, which will further erode the rural development, which will further erode the rural character of this coastline. The proposed function room could constitute terrific noise pollution.


We wish to draw the Board's attention to the developer has unlawfully placed a locked gate across a right of way to the old pier and to the foreshore. These are traditional rights of local people which should not be trampled upon.

The area is a wild life preserve which will become extinct this development is given approval by you.  It is home to protected species under the Habitats Directive, specifically bats and otters, Bats are roosting in the old Wheel inn premises. We ask that an environmental impact study be carried out, particularly in relation to the effect of the development on the rural nature of the site, the protection of wildlife, including bats (NO Bat Survey has been provided with the application) the effect of traffic, pollution and noises, all of which will destroy the environmental quality of this area, and does not constitute appropriate planning or development in this rural setting.

We note that Sean Taylor who is an Executive Planner in his Planners report of 11 July 2003 states, "the current application is on over‑intensification of the previous use and is significantly out of scale and character in what is essentially a rural area."   We would agree and indeed love to see the provision of a swimming pool in the area. This we feel would be best sited in the town of Castletownbere.
